Free School Meals

As part of the new universal credit system, that is being rolled out across the country, the criteria for
claiming free school meals is changing. This may mean that previously ineligible children, now qualify for
free school meals. In addition any child who qualifies for free school meals will then be eligible until 2022,
regardless of circumstance, and without the need for reassessment. We are therefore encouraging all
parents to go online at Atips.//new.devon.gov.uk/educationandfamilies/school-information/school-meals
and check their eligibility. As well as you as a family gaining free meals, school gets extra money into its
budget for every child who is entitled to free school meals. So please check your eligibility and apply if
able.

Healthy Snacks
We encourage Class 2 children to bring in a healthy snack to eat during mid-morning break (Class 1 have

the free government fruit scheme). However, we have noticed recently that some of the snacks are not
suitable. Please could you ensure that children only bring pieces of fruit (not fruit flavoured chews or
sweets) or healthy muesli bars for break time. Thank you for your support.
